Following discussion it was moved by Hemphill and seconded by Hoefling to
approve a 3% raise for full-time employees. Four ayes. Absent: Scott. Furthermore it was
moved by Flink and seconded by Hemphill to Resolution #09.13 granting part-time raises
on individual basis. Four ayes. Absent: Scott.

In the nuisance discussion more dogs have been causing problems. Letters will be
written with the ordinance attached and also the penalties for violators. Letters will also
be sent as reminders to those who violate the City Ordinance and throw grass onto the
streets when mowing. A tree trimming issue was discussed. It was determined that the
property owner at the time of the trimming was liable for the costs. Four certified
Nuisance Abatements will be sent.

Businesses and residents are reminded of the need to recycle as much as possible.

Moved by Bengford and seconded Hoefling to accept the Library Report. Four
ayes.

The Police report was reviewed. This will be the final report from Chief Sonny
Bruns as he is now officially a Sac County Deputy. He will be serving the City of
Odebolt in this capacity as well as the County as a whole. The Mayor & Council
thanked him for his service to the City of Odebolt and wish him well in his new position.

Delinquent water bills were discussed and disconnects are ordered if they are not
paid.

The lack of usage for the tennis courts was discussed. Rarely is it used and the
equipment is deteriorating. As a result, this service could be discontinued. The
Recreation Committee will further discuss it at their 2010 annual meeting.

Parking at Main & 2" was again discussed and will be further discussed at the
August meeting.

The City wishes to extend a thank you to the Farber & Otteman Funeral Home for
the donation to the swimming pool. It is greatly appreciated.
